STUDENT ILLNESS NOTE

For the well being of all our students and staff, please do not send your child to
school unless they are fever free (without any fever medication), no vomiting and
diarrhea for 24 hours. If a student has strep throat they must be on antibiotics for
at least 24 hours. The school nurse cannot give over the counter cough and cold
medications to students without a written note from the doctor and signed by the
parent. Cough drops may be brought to school and kept in the nurse’s office for
proper use.
