In this note I want to share some 
thoughts from a book I am reading entitled No More Jelly
Chickens, or Wimps (Raising Secure, Assertive Kids in a 
Tough World), written by Paul Coughlin.  One of his concerns 
for the future is kids that can’t think and act for themselves.  He 
mentions his concerns for overprotective parents.
 
The Dangers of an overprotective parent:  Simply put, in our 
modern U.S. culture we as parents so much want what is best 
for our children that we can overprotect them and attempt to 
shield them from all adversity.  That can be unhealthy for them 
in the long run.  Listed below are a few topics to 
and pray for God’s guidance to determine if you might be 
overprotective and possibly preventing your child from learning 
as much as he/she can about life. 

 
• Do you feel you are a bad parent if you allow your child 

to turn in a paper with an incorrect answer?  

• Are you overly concerned if he/she has a disagreement 

with another friend or student?  

• Do you feel your child’s performance is a reflection on 

you? 

• Have you re-written something for your child because it 

was messy? 

• Is your child responsible for keeping track of his/her 

own school books, assignments, musical instruments 

etc.? 

• How many trips have you made just this year to bring 

something to school your child forgot? 

• Are you afraid to let your child face safe, natural 

consequences? 

As stated earlier the questions and answers are not meant to 
be judgmental, just thought and prayer provoking.  There is a 
discipline expression that states, “The cheapest lesson a child 
will learn is today, tomorrow, the price goes up.”  Let your child 
learn a few lessons about forgetting things, loosing something, 
or the necessity of eating something they don’t like because 
they forgot their lunch, etc.  Remember today’s lesson is 
cheaper than tomorrow’s.
